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Introduction...Our Mothers’ Eyes

To fill requests and to keep a record of My Mary Stories, a
booklet was suggested. I spoke with a friend who is a graphic
designer and he offered to help. I gave him the stories along
with some Mary devotions in a manila envelope and he took
them home.

A few days later he called to tell me something ‘pretty neat’
happened. “I put the envelope on the coffee table and asked
my wife to read them because I knew she’d enjoy them. I
went downstairs to my office.” In the meantime, his wife took
out the stories and the devotions and began to read. When
she got to the Miraculous Medal prayer, the aroma of flow-
ers poured out. “It was a very definite smell of flowers”, she
said, “It was so strong I thought it might be coming from a
perfume sample in a magazine, so I thumbed through those
that were on the table next to me. Nothing there. I thought it
was strange and I remembered thinking of Eileen George.
I’d been to one of her healing services and heard people say
they smelled roses around her, but I never did. I kept think-
ing - why me? I’m not special, I don’t deserve this, I haven’t
done anything.” She took the envelope downstairs to her hus-
band and held it up to his face and said, “Smell this.” “Smell
what?” he said. He couldn’t smell anything. The flowers were
for her, and now for you. As she tells her story, it’s still a
mystery to her. It’s hard to believe Our Blessed Mother cares
for us each so personally. We are all unworthy, but we are
loved by our Heavenly Mother, each individually. We are
special in our Mothers’ eyes.
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A Special Invitation
It was here at St. George’s Family Prayer Night that I first
heard about Medjugorje. At the persistent urging of my sis-
ter, I came to say the rosary, something I hadn’t done much
anymore. As kids we said it more...but who had time now
with everything else there was to do?

After the rosary, a couple spoke about the miracles happen-
ing now in Medjugorje. They said the Blessed Mother gave
messages daily to six children. I was shocked to think this
was happening and I knew nothing about it. I had to find out
more. I read everything I could find and kept going to Family
Prayer Night on Thursdays. I said the rosary once a week.

My sister and I talked about taking the trip and I jokingly
said, “If Mary wants me to go she’ll have to send me the
money.” The cost was $2,200 per couple. The next day started
our week at the Cape. Fourth of July week. The day we re-
turned home I went through the mail. I can still feel the chills
as I stared at the check for $2,228! I showed my family and
we all knew Mary sent it. I had to put it to the test...I knew it
could be a trick. I put all but $500 in the bank and asked
Mary to replace it soon if it was really from her. Two days
later the call came from the Bursar’s Office at UMass. They
wanted my daughter to pick up an overpayment for $468.
She had graduated in May.

Now I knew I had to go, but I was really afraid. The war in
Bosnia was peaking and I never was crazy about flying over
oceans. I asked Mary for one more sign, “You don’t have to
give me more money, but please, Blessed Mother, let me know
what to do.”
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Within the next few days I awoke with a thought: “take your
son.” My husband agreed and from that point on the fear was
gone, and we went in October of 1992. Many signs and won-
ders occurred from rosary beads turning gold, seeing the sun
spin, to actually being in the same room with the visionaries
when Mary appeared.

“I’ve come to tell you that God exists,” was one of her first
messages. Our Blessed Mother asks us to pray the rosary daily
and put her son, Jesus, and the Holy Mass, at the top of our
list. (The check was from the state, and is still unexplained.)

The Miracles at
St. George’s
So many miraculous
events stemmed from
St. George’s Family
Prayer Night. One of
the first happened dur-
ing our trip to Medjugorje in the fall of 1992, but it took
place at St. George’s. Before the rosary, Al Iandoli, the
founder of our prayer group, asked for Our Blessed Mother’s
intercession for our safety in Bosnia. The fighting was esca-
lating and our trip was one of the first to venture back. He
also asked for a little sign to reassure him that the prayer
group was the will of God. It was still a small group and
hadn’t grown much in numbers – a few men and a few women,
not really many families as a whole. Among them was Bar-
bara Ward. Counting her Hail Marys and keeping track of
her decades, she saw a change taking place with her beads.
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She said, “Looking down, they looked pink – and then gold!
I said nothing and attributed the color change to the lights or
even my imagination. I kept it to myself and rushed home to
my daughter. The funny part is, I knew they were silver at
the beginning of the meeting because I looked at them and
wondered if they’d ever change as in stories I’d heard. By the
time I showed my daughter there was no doubt about their
color. They were really Gold! She quickly got her identical
pair and sure enough, where her’s were silver, mine were
gold!”

After a few days of keeping her rosary close by in her pocket,
she reached for them and they were gone! She prayed, “Please
Blessed Mother, help me find them.” She decided to retrace
her steps and she found them at her parking space at work.
They were in little pieces in a pile of fallen leaves. “I didn’t
care that they were broken, I was just so happy to have them
back.”

She took them to a jeweler and arranged them in the right
order. He was baffled by the color and wasn’t able to distin-
guish what the metal was. He said it looked like gold, but it
couldn’t be on a cheap little pair of beads like that. He also
added that he didn’t think anyone used those things anymore.
Scientific research has been done on other gold beads by ex-
perts. Their findings conclude it contains an alloy not seen
for two thousand years. Barbara’s beads are still gold, and Al
is in his sixth year leading Family Prayer Night. Our Blessed
Mother continues to shower us with graces and wonders. In
her messages from Medjugorje, she tells us that what she
does for one, she does for all. Our Lady is calling.
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Our Lady’s Weapon
Tense, but calm, were words used to describe conditions in
Medjugorje in early October of 1992. In this tranquil little
village it was hard to believe that the fighting was all around
us, and we were at such peace.

The little roads and cafés that had been so full of people for
the past ten years were now only scattered with a few groups
of pilgrims. We sat in the dark on plastic chairs at one of the
few cafés still open. Above the hills we could see shells ex-
plode and hear gunfire in the distance. To our left sat a group
of young Croatian soldiers – teenagers. The one that spoke
English explained that the gunfire was nothing to fear. It was,
for the most part, the new soldiers practicing in the hills. When
we asked why they all had rosary beads around their necks
one boy held them up and said, some of us have no weapons,
so we take Our Lady with us for protection. He kissed the
cross, smiled, and left. It was time for their ten days of duty.

I told this story to my C.C.D. class at St. George’s Church,
and some of the kids brought their rosary beads the follow-
ing week. We talked about the importance of praying our ro-
sary, and I told them of our Blessed Mother’s request for them
to pray it often. Since Fatima, and now in Medjugorje, Mary
continues to call us to pray the rosary daily. She tells us that
anything is possible with prayer and fasting!

With only twenty minutes left, we hurried into the next room
to watch a little video on Medjugorje. Some of the kids slipped
their rosary beads around their neck. We talked about some
of the signs and wonders our Blessed Mother gives us to let
us know she’s truly with us – one being changing our rosary
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My Holy Rocks
Occasionally I open my holy drawer to check out my Med-
jugorje souvenirs gathered from my trip there in October of
1992. Consisting mostly of dried twigs, leaves and little rocks,
they don’t look very special, but I found out that they are.

I knew they were holy because I took them from Apparition
Hill, the spot where the Blessed Mother first appeared to the
children back in 1981 with messages for the world. This time
when I opened the plastic bag I kept them in, I noticed some-
thing unusual. They smelled like flowers, fields of them!

beads from silver to gold. At that point they all checked their
beads to see what color they were. All were silver.

The kids were able to see only a little of the video when the
bell rang for the end of class. We turned the lights on and
they started to leave when I heard my name being called.
“Look, look, her beads are gold!”

I replied, “Quiet now and get in line,” trying to regain con-
trol of my class.

“But Mrs. Ovian, they really are gold!” they kept shouting.
The girl took them from her neck and held them up to my
face. They looked gold to me, but to be sure, I looked at them
in the daylight. I know Mary works fast, but when she graces
us with such favors so quickly it still takes me by surprise.

Her beads did change and many others have changed since
then; some during the video and others when Mary chooses.
This phenomenon is a gift for all and is to be shared in faith.
Our Blessed Mother continues to call us all back to her son,
Jesus.
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I took them out and smelled each one separately. Even the
tiniest one had an overpowering fragrance. I had heard of
things like this happening to other people, but would the
Blessed Mother actually be doing this for me?  Still clutch-
ing the rocks in my hand, I went next door. Casually I asked
my neighbor to look at the rocks. Without hesitation he asked,
“Why do they smell like roses?”

The next week I flew to Florida to visit my Dad. I was sure
Mary’s plan was to deepen my father’s faith with my holy
rocks.

After two hours stuck in the middle seat on a full flight, I
reached in my travel bag for my rocks. I wanted to make sure
they still smelled like flowers. When I opened the bag the
scent was stronger than ever. People started turning around
to see what it was. I had to explain to the little old ladies
beside me. I didn’t want to get into the whole Medjugorje
story. I had already pegged one as a well-to-do southern belle
and the other probably a non-believer. Besides, I was tired
and I didn’t feel like talking, but I owed them an explanation.

I mentioned Medjugorje, and the lady to my right said she’d
heard a little about it and wanted to know more. “I’m having
some family problems, and I’ve often prayed to Mary for
help.” “By the way, my name is Mary Elizabeth.” We talked
a little more and I gave her one of my tiniest rocks. (I was
saving the biggest one for my father.)

The lady on my left told of her recent battle with sickness
and her wish to renew her faith. I gave her a rock and she
thanked me and introduced herself. “Isn’t that funny, my name
is Mary Elizabeth too!”
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Upon arriving, I quickly unpacked my bags and with great
anticipation I got my holy rocks. I briefly told my father my
story and opened the bag. I pulled out the rocks and held
them to my nose. They smelled like ROCKS...not
flowers...just rocks.

Oh sure, he believed my story, but I couldn’t understand why
the smell was gone. Didn’t Mary know they were for Dad?

Through the messages of Medjugorje, Mary is calling us back
to God. I’ve come to understand that my plan and God’s plan
are one and the same and He does have a plan for us all.

My holy rocks still smell like rocks...but I know God’s plan
is in motion.

Miracles in Medjugorje
by Bob Ovian, Jr.

It’s hard to see where earth ends and heaven begins in
Medjugorje, the village between the hills. Its people are war-
riors, but not in the pugilistic sense. They fight an unseen
enemy as many people around the world do. One without
rules, morals or hope. This enemy’s mission is to destroy the
world of man.

The people of Medjugorje focus their lives around the Holy
Mass and following the will of God. They arm themselves
with weapons that can pierce the strongest armor; the rosary,
fasting and prayer from the heart and love for The Father.  I
was fortunate enough to visit Medjugorje in October of 1992.

The first miraculous event I witnessed involved a young
woman in our group. We took a bus to the other side of the
village to see Visca, one of the six visionaries.  Stepping out

of the bus she realized her rosary beads were missing. They
were very special to her and had sentimental value. We all
looked for them but could not find them. She was very upset.
After meeting and being prayed over by Visca, we boarded
the bus for our return trip. To everyone’s surprise, the miss-
ing rosary beads were right on her seat and amazingly, they
had turned to gold!

The Bosnian war was in progress and Dragon, our interpreter,
told us the fighting was only three miles away.  He said a
grenade had been thrown at a house two doors down from
where we stayed. He said “luckily it killed only a cow, a pig
and a chicken”. Medjugorje had been miraculously protected
during the conflict. Enemy pilots reported trying to drop
bombs but not being able to because of a mysterious cloud
cover or unforeseen mechanical problems.

One night my cousin Dave and I were sitting outside watch-
ing the sky. I asked someone why there was so much heat
lightning here.  That’s when I was told it was shells explod-
ing from the bombs.  The next morning Dave and I heard
people outside our bedroom door.
We went to see what was happening.
We heard people saying, “The Cross!
The Cross”! We grabbed our video
camera and went to the balcony to
get a look. The 15 ton cross at the
top of the mountain had actually
lifted off its base and was suspended
in air and was slowly spinning! We
have it on tape.
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In the courtyard of St. James church we witnessed the miracle
of the sun. At that time Our Blessed Mother was appearing
to the visionaries in the choir loft. The sun was pulsating like
a heart and there were pinwheels of color circling the sun.
We could stare directly at it without seeing spots or hurting
our eyes. We filmed it.

One of the most impressive
miracles was the gathering of
hundreds of birds about 30 min-
utes before Mary’s apparition.
They came from every direc-
tion to sit in trees in the court-
yard and sing. Their sound was
almost deafening.  At the mo-
ment of the apparition they be-
came totally silent, every last
one of them. As soon as the
apparition was over they flew away. This happened every day.
Dave and I recorded it.

My cousin, Dave and I were 19 at the time we witnessed
these miracles.  Another one took place when we filmed the
windows of the choir loft during an apparition of Mary. An-
other woman told us that some of her pictures showed things
that she didn’t see until she had them developed.  That’s when
we decided to stay in the courtyard with our camera and record
the window before and during the apparition. Dave filmed
and I stared, barely blinking to catch a glimpse of anything I
could see, We saw nothing, but when we got home and
watched the video, we saw a figure of a woman wearing a
white veil in the exact spot Mary appeared to the visionaries.
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I don’t believe in chance or coincidence.  I do believe we are
all being called to be warriors, every last one of us. To be in
God’s army takes change and heartfelt effort. To be on the
side of the evil one takes nothing more than complacency
and the belief that being kindhearted and “spiritual” is enough.
My attitude was seeing is believing. Every day I spent in
Medjugorje was like a slap in the face. God is real, God ex-
ists. Jesus is real, Jesus exists!

Mother Mary Needs You
On January 2, 1999 the Blessed Virgin Mary told Mirjana,
one of the visionaries from Medjugorje, that never as much
as today, she needs our help. She is calling all her children to
help her to realize that for which the Father has sent her. She
told Mirjana the Father has sent her among us because His
love is great and at this holy time, in which we have entered,
we should pray for those who have not yet experienced the
love of God. “Pray and wait”.  Since 1981 Our Blessed Mother
has been giving messages to Mirjana for all the world to hear.
Here are some of the things Mary wants us to know:

FASTING is a request of Our Lady. She says all things are
possible with prayer and fasting. For Our Lady, fasting is
bread and water and she asks us to fast on Wednesdays and
Fridays. She also told Mirjana we will find out why Wednes-
day and Friday are preferred.

FAMILY PRAYER and return to the rosary. Blessed Mary
said nothing keeps the family together more than praying
together. As parents we have a responsibility to put our faith
in the hearts of our children and Mary said we can do that
only if we pray with them and go to Holy Mass with them.
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HAVING CHILDREN is a blessing and should not be feared.
Mary told Mirjana that many people today don’t want to have
children because they fear the future. She said that’s an ex-
cuse and it is the ones who can and choose not to have chil-
dren who should be afraid.

SIGNS will be coming from God. On Apparition Hill, in
Medjugorje, Blessed Mary will leave a sign for all of us. We
will see that this is not from human hands but is something
of God. It will always be with us.

MONTHLY CONFESSION is something Our Blessed
Mother said is important. She tells us there is no man that
does not need monthly confession.

START IMMEDIATELY to live Mary’s messages. They are
messages from God and in His mercy He sends His words
through our Blessed Mother to gather all her children so we’ll
not be lost.
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Yes, Virginia, There is a Devil
“Now when I was a kid I walked to school every day five
miles in the snow and barefoot. And that was after my paper
route!” Sound familiar?

“If you’re too sick to go to church then you’re too sick to go
out later.” Another famous quote. Our parents did have it
tough. They had chores to do and rules to follow and they
demanded the same from us. What do we demand from our
children? Not much...I think. I don’t even know if we’re al-
lowed to use the “D” word. Now we ask, “Do you want me to
drive you to the bus stop? It’s raining.” and “Oh, you have
other plans, I guess we won’t go to church today.” Aren’t we
sweet? WELL WAKE UP AND SMELL THE DEVIL!

Our Blessed Mother tells us in her messages from Medjugorje
that Satan is very strong and is winning souls by attacking
families. This is done very subtly for the most part. Parents
think they’re being kind when they’re really falling for little
traps set by Satan. Placing obstacles to keep us from attend-
ing Holy Mass is especially hot on his list. Our Blessed
Mother continues to tell us that Mass is the one most impor-
tant thing we should do to save our souls, so it makes sense
that he wants to keep us away. Blessed Mother tells us to
pray the holy rosary daily. If your family won’t join you,
pray it alone. Mary promised conversion for the whole fam-
ily if even one prays the rosary daily. Here are a few sugges-
tions from our Blessed Mother as told to the visionaries in
Medjugorje: 1) Keep holy water in your home and bless your
rooms often. 2) Place blessed objects in your home. 3) Wear
a medal or crucifix always - it protects you from evil. 4) Pray
daily. Prayer is like water to a flower. When you fail to pray,

Mother Knows Best
IT IS REPORTED THAT SINCE JUNE 1981, THE BLESSED VIR-
GIN MARY, MOTHER OF JESUS, HAS BEEN APPEARING DAILY
TO A GROUP OF YOUNG PEOPLE IN A REMOTE MOUNTAIN VIL-
LAGE IN YUGOSLAVIA.

Those were the first words I’d ever read concerning the
Miracle of Medjugorje. I wanted to know everything our
Blessed Mother said and why she came to us again. On a
pilgrimage there in 1992, I was blessed to be among the vi-
sionaries and was able to ask some questions directly to them.
Imagine speaking to someone who talks to Mary daily! These
are some questions asked most often and the visionaries’ re-
sponse:
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Q. Why has Mary come?
A. To tell the world of the urgency to return to the ways of
God and convert their lives to peace with God and their fel-
low man.

Q. Is there really Heaven, Hell and Purgatory?
A. Yes.

Q. Why are there so many terrible things happening in the
world?
A. Our Lady says the majority of terrible things come from
unbelievers. For example, wars, divorces, drugs, abortions
and sex. When we pray for unbelievers we are really praying
for ourselves and our future. (Our Lady never refers to them
as “unbelievers”. She always says, ‘those who have not yet
come to experience the love of God.’)
Q. What does Mary say about confession?
A. She says there is not a single man on earth who does not
need monthly confession.

Q. Why are some rosaries turning to gold?
A. One visionary prayed all night to have God explain what
was happening. You must pray to have God explain what He
wants of you. Only God can tell you.

Q. How do I convert my husband and children?
A. You don’t. GOD does. You must pray always and set a
good example. Be assured the Blessed Mother will help us.
God knows the right moment.

Q. What is the most important thing we should do?
A. Attend Holy Mass - not only on Sunday. She added, “If
you had to choose between seeing me and attending the Holy
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Mass, choose the Holy Mass because during that time my
Son is with you.”

Q. Explain something about Purgatory.
A. There are levels in Purgatory. Close to Hell and higher
and higher toward Heaven. We must pray for souls in Purga-
tory, and our prayers are applied to souls who have not prayed
for their salvation. Most people, she said, think many souls
are released from Purgatory into Heaven on All Saints Day,
but most souls are taken into Heaven on CHRISTMAS DAY.

Wish I’d read that before my last
flight!

“I’m not usually a white knuckle flyer, but the turbulence we
encountered for the first hour of our flight was pretty scary.
When we landed, applause echoed through the plane and the
sweet sound of nervous chatter was a relief. Through that
flight my fears were calmed when I prayed the Hail Mary. I
recalled the many times past: in labor when the breathing
was OK, but the Hail Marys were better, times of illness,
emergencies, and heartbreak. Turning to our Blessed Mother
with full confidence, knowing she brings our pleas to her
son, Jesus, is the best stress reliever.

Our Blessed Mother’s messages from Medjugorje tell us we
are called by God in a special way to be joyful and to extend
hands toward those who do not believe. Jesus Himself said,
“If you suffer everything, if you are persecuted, have no fear,
be joyful, for your names are written in Heaven.”

When we pray, fast, and do good, it should always be done
with joy. This joy doesn’t exclude suffering, sorrow, and tears,
for it’s a condition of the soul that gives us the strength to
carry our cross and our tears with joy.

I cannot punish even the greatest sinner if he makes an
appeal to My compassion, but, on the contrary, I justify him
in My unfathomable and inscrutable mercy. Write, before I
become a just Judge, I first open wide the door of My Mercy.
He who refuses to pass through the door of My mercy must
pass through the door of My Justice...”

June 20, 1937: “Every soul, and especially the soul of every
religious, should reflect My Mercy. My Heart overflows with
compassion and mercy for all. The heart of My beloved must
resemble Mine; from her heart must spring the fountain of
My Mercy for souls; otherwise I will not acknowledge her as
Mine.”

Some Promises from Our Lord concerning Divine Mercy
Chaplet: Whoever will recite it will receive great mercy at
the hour of death...priests will recommend it to sinners as a
last hope of salvation. Even the most hardened sinner, if he
recites this chaplet even once, will receive grace from My
Infinite Mercy. Say a chaplet for dying souls. The following
are the devotions of Divine Mercy:
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The Hour of Great Mercy

Our Lord asked for special prayer at the hour that recalls His
death, “At three o’clock, implore My mercy, especially for
sinners, and, if only for a brief moment, immerse yourself in
My passion....This is the hour of great mercy...In this hour I
will refuse nothing to the soul that makes a request of Me in
virtue on My Passion.” (Diary, 1320).

The Feast of Mercy

Jesus also requested that the Sunday after Easter be officially
established in the Church as the Feast of Mercy. “On that
day the very depths of My tender mercy are open. I pour out
a whole ocean of graces upon those souls who approach the
fount of My mercy.” (Diary, 699).

The Sacraments of Mercy

The sacraments of Penance and Eucharist are special foun-
tains of mercy which should be received frequently with great
trust and love (Diary, 914, 1602). To emphasize the impor-
tance of these two great “miracles of mercy”, Our Lord made
their reception a condition for obtaining His promise for the
Feast of Mercy. “The soul that will go to Confession and
receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete forgiveness
of sins and punishment” (Diary, 699).
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Pray the Chaplet of Divine Mercy Daily
The Chaplet of Divine Mercy is an extension of the Holy
Mass. When we recite it, we are offering the body and
Blood, soul and Divinity of Jesus Christ to God the Father.
We are uniting ourselves with His sacrifice offered on the
Cross for the salvation of the world. We are asking for
mercy for us all, and for the souls in Purgatory.

Jesus will grant many graces to those who trust in His
mercy. The more we trust, the more we receive. Even if
hardened sinners were to recite this chaplet only once, with
trust, humility, and deep sorrow for their sins, they would
obtain mercy, graces, and peace.

Whoever recites the Chaplet will receive great mercy at the
hour of death. When it is said for the dying, whether in
their presence or from a distance, Jesus will stand between
the father and the dying person, not as the just Judge, but
as the Merciful Savior. He will grant great mercy and
graces to souls as their last hope of salvation.

How to recite the Chaplet of Divine
Mercy
1. The Sign of the Cross

In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit. Amen.

2. The Our Father
Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be Thy name;
The kingdom come; Thy will be done on earth as it is
in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive
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us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against
us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from
evil. Amen.

3. The Hail Mary
Hail Mary, full of grace. The Lord is with you. Blessed
are you among women, and blessed is the fruit of your
womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us
sinners, now and at the hour of our death. Amen.

4. The Apostles’ Creed
I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven
and earth. I believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our
Lord. He was conceived by the power of the Holy
Spirit, and born of the Virgin Mary. He suffered under
Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He
descended to the dead. On the third day He rose again.
He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right
hand of the Father. He will come again to judge the
living and the dead. I believe in the Holy Spirit, the
holy catholic Church, the communion of saints the
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and
the life everlasting. Amen.

Repeat 5 & 6 five times using ordinary rosary beads
(see diagram)

5. On the single bead before each decade, recite:
Eternal Father, I offer You the body and Blood, soul
and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord
Jesus Christ in atonement for our sins and those of the
whole world.
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6. On the ten beads of each decade, recite:
For the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on
us and on the whole world.

7. In conclusion, three times say:
Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One,
have mercy on us and on the whole world.

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It’s Not Enough
“I’ve often pictured myself as one who would have wiped
the face of Jesus as He carried His cross, or maybe the one
who tried to help Him carry His cross on the way to His cru-
cifixion. At the very least, I would have protested the deci-
sion to crucify Him. Wouldn’t I have?

In all reality, I probably wouldn’t have been able to get close
enough to wipe His face, nor am I strong enough to carry His
cross. And how would I get a permit to protest His crucifix-
ion? So I most likely would have done what the majority of
people did, stand by in silence and wait for someone who
knew what to do to stop that awful horror.

We know the outcome of that situation and many more as the
silent majority stands by and waits. It’s not enough.

Holy Mass at the top of your list).

Pray constantly.

Fast. (Blessed Mother said all things are possible with prayer
and fasting).

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The Gift

Since 1981 the Blessed Virgin Mary has been appearing to a
group of young people daily with messages for the world in
a remote village in Bosnia called Medjugorje. I went there
during the war in 1992 and experienced a conversion of the
heart that is with me still. This past August my twenty four
year old niece, Carrie DiSilvestri, took the trip and has con-
sented to this interview.

Q. What prompted your trip?

A. I really didn’t know why I was being called to go there.
After reading Wayne Weible’s book, The Final Harvest, I had
a strong desire to go. I hoped I’d get there someday but had
no idea how I’d fund my trip. A few months earlier a woman
from work gave me a beautiful set of drums. No one just
gives away a set of drums. I figured the reason for the gift
was for me to learn how to play them. The day after my deci-
sion to go to Medjugorje I stopped at a music store to see
what the drums were worth. The offered me almost the exact
amount of the trip. I had less than three weeks to get a pass-
port, make arrangements, pay for the trip and pack.

Q. What’s Bosnia like now?

 A. Our ride from Split Croatia to Bosnia (Medjugorje) was
beautiful. Vast rocky mountains, narrow winding roads along
the Adriatic Sea. Other than a few abandoned houses and
rebuilding, things didn’t look as though it was a previous
war zone. It looked like a beautiful vacation spot, with people
sailing and swimming. We stopped at a little café on the way
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and had a soda. The people were friendly. The saddest ef-
fects of the war are the thousands of orphans left to care for.

Q. What was a day in Medjugorje like?

 A. My first day was long but the best! I walked through the
village, attended a Croatian Mass and rosary, took a nap and
went down to dinner. Then I was told Ivan, one of the vision-
aries, was on apparition hill (Podbrdo Hill) and it was time
for Mary to appear. Many people were praying the rosary
when prayers stopped. Mary was here. We were told Mary
came very happy about all the people that were there. She
talked of peace and said she was especially there to pray for
the sick. She then prayed the Our Father and the Glory Be
with us. I felt great because I had already offered up my day
for the sick.

Q. Have you learned anything from your experiences?

 A. Many things. Jesus and Mary are just as close to me al-
ways as I felt them in Medjugorje. Perhaps it’s because there
is no threat there, no explanation of my faith is needed and it
makes it easier to pray, fast, and to put Jesus first in my life.
God grants me the same graces whenever I pray from the
heart. I learned that the atheism in the world today is the
worst kind. When you say you believe in God but don’t prac-
tice your faith, you are not blind and then able to see. You are
able to see and ignore what you are seeing. Medjugorje has
something to offer everyone. Mary said when she stops ap-
pearing there she will not appear anywhere else in the world.
This will be because she will not have to. Medjugorje is a
perfect example of what the whole world could be like if
everyone would just pray, fast and live with God in love and
peace.
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A Mother’s Wish Fulfilled
by Paul Bobkowski, Sr.

Mom passed away in 1997, after spending the last seven years
of her life in a nursing home struggling with progressive
alzheimer’s disease. After being informed of her death by
my younger sister,  my wife and I made the sad, two hour trip
to Connecticut to attend her bedside prayer ceremony.

As we gathered around her peaceful body awaiting the ar-
rival of the minister, my wife suggested that I place my rosa-
ries in Mom’s hands for the service, knowing that I always
kept them in my car. We all thought this was a good idea
since it was always a family joke that I was “Mom’s favor-
ite”. But because the minister was due to arrive at any minute
and my car was parked quite some distance from where we
were, my wife offered her rosaries instead.

After the brief ceremony, we all left to congregate in the park-
ing lot to discuss plans for a more formal memorial service
to be held at a later date to accommodate the rest of the fam-
ily who were unable to be there. Afterwards, we all hugged,
said our farewells and headed for our respective homes.

Before we left, my younger sister approached my wife and
handed her the rosaries she had placed in my mother’s hands
saying, “Here, take these. It would be a shame to have them
destroyed through the process of cremation, and they’re so
beautiful”. My wife reluctantly accepted her rosary beads and
we departed for home.

During the ride back, I asked my wife to get my rosaries
from the storage console between the seats where I kept them
along with prayer books and religious pamphlets. “They’re
not here”, she said. “Sure they are”, I replied. “Move some
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stuff around, I know they’re in there. I just used them during
Adoration Hour last Friday.” At this point, my wife emptied
the contents of the arm rest storage console completely —
no rosaries.

To this day, those rosaries have never been found, but have
since been replaced with new ones from my daughter as a
birthday gift to me. “Where did they go” I asked my wife?

“I think your rosaries are the only ones your mother wanted”
was her reply.

During the vision that
took place on July 18, 1830, in the chapel of the motherhouse
near Paris, France, the Blessed Mother sat on the director’s
chair near the altar. After confiding certain matters to St.

During the vision that occurred on November 27, 1830, the
Blessed Mother stood with her hands outstretched, brilliant
rays of light coming from rings on her fingers. Some rings
gave off no rays, representing graces for which souls forget
to ask. Our Lady’s feet were crushing the head of the serpent.
An oval framed the Blessed Mother, showing these words in
letters of gold: “O Mary conceived without sin, pray for us
who have recourse to thee.”

Remember, O most gracious Virgin Mary, that never was it
known that anyone who fled to thy protection, implored thy
help or sought thy intercession was left unaided. Inspired with
this confidence, I fly unto thee, O Virgin of virgins, my
Mother. To thee do I come, before thee I kneel, sinful and
sorrowful. O Mother of the Word Incarnate, despise not my
petitions, but in thy clemency hear and answer them. Amen

The Secret of the Rosary
Recently a friend told me he thought the Holy Rosary was of
little importance. “Repeating a lot of Hail Mary’s and Our
Father’s makes no sense to me.” He also asked me what the
meaning of it was. It was no coincidence that I had recently
read The Secret of the Rosary by St. Louis DeMontfort. St.
Louis states in his writings for priests, “I beg of you to be-
ware of thinking of the rosary as something of little impor-
tance-as do ignorant people and even several great but proud
scholars. Far from being insignificant, the Rosary is a price-
less treasure which is inspired by God.” Here’s more from
St. Louis:

For Priests: How blessed are the priests that understand the
Almighty God wants you to use it as a means to convert the
most hardened sinners and the most obstinate heretics. He
has attached to it grace in this life and glory in the next. The
saints have said it faithfully and the Popes endorsed it. If a
priest really understands this secret he will say the rosary
every day and encourage others to say it. Though simple, the
abundant graces poured into his soul will allow him to be-
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come God’s instrument for His glory and his word will do
more good in one month than that of other preachers in sev-
eral years.

For Sinners: If you say the rosary faithfully until death, I do
assure you that, in spite of the gravity of your sins, “You
shall receive a crown of glory”. Even if you are on the brink
of damnation, even if you have one foot in hell, even if you
have sold your soul to the devil as sorcerers do who practice
black magic, and even if you are a heretic as obstinate as a
devil, sooner or later you will be converted and will amend
your life and save your soul, if-and mark well what I say-if
you say the Holy Rosary devoutly every day until death for
the purpose of knowing the truth and obtaining contrition
and pardon for your sins.

Origin: The Prayer of Christ and the Angelic Salutation, that
is, the Our Father and Hail Mary, was the first prayer and
first devotion of the faithful through the centuries, from the
time of the apostles and disciples down to the present. In
1214 the rosary in its present form was given to the Church
by Saint Dominic who received it from the Blessed Virgin as
a powerful means of converting the Albigensians and other
sinners.
